Motors and Electromagnets
When a current is passed through a wire a magnetic field is formed. The shape of the field is around the wire. The strength of the field decreases the further from the wire you are.

This property is used in many practical applications namely 

· Motors

· Electromagnets

· Bells

· Solenoids

· Loudspeakers.

One practical application that we need to understand is the electric motor.
